They promoted the message of “Zero
Tolerance” through the Harmony Services and the Innovative Dynamic
Playback Theatre to children, youths, women and the elderly in homes,
schools and the community. Later, participants established the DV Concern
Group, which expressed concerns on the proposed amendments of the
