The photography exhibition of the 2nd
“Innovative  Leadership” Joint School
Gender Education Project.
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Through a series of training and activities, the Innovative Leadership Joint School Gender Education Project aimed at
promoting gender awareness and enhancing leadership and critical thinking among teenagers. Participants, secondary
school students, took part in training camp and documentary photography training to prepare for a better understanding
of gender issues and sharpen their photography skills. The students were then divided into groups to explore different
gender topics, the findings of which were published at the “Gender Awareness” Photography Exhibition.
